     If you live in fear of the 

“I’m bored” statements 

that can come with summer 

and extended down time, 

remember that a child is 

not naturally inclined to 

being bored. (Most pre-

school-aged boys left in a 

room with Legos will find a 

way to entertain them-

selves!) Boredom can be the 

result of never having to 

fill time on their own be-
